Seven arrested in joint law enforcement operation 

 
A joint law enforcement operation involving federal and state agencies has resulted in seven people being 
arrested for serious drug and firearm offences.  
 
As part of Operation Bryher, search warrants were executed this morning by investigators from the Australian 
Crime Commission (ACC) in partnership with officers from the Queensland Police Service (QPS), the Crime 
and Misconduct Commission (CMC) and New South Wales Police Gangs Squad. The operation targeted 
members of an outlaw motorcycle gang allegedly involved in the trafficking, supply and possession of illicit 
drugs, namely cocaine.  
 
Earlier today, investigators executed 23 search warrants in south east Queensland and New South Wales. 
Addresses searched were at Ipswich, Mount Gravatt, Virginia and on the Gold Coast (Queensland) and in 
Liverpool, Greenfield Park and Villawood (New South Wales).  
 
During the morning raids, investigators located a quantity of ecstasy tablets, cocaine, cannabis and crystal 
methylamphetamine as well as a handgun and $119,000. Seven people have been arrested and charged 
with serious drug and firearm offences.  
 
Those charged are: 

·  A 38-year-old man from Mount Gravatt has been charged with trafficking in a dangerous drug. He is 
expected to appear in the Brisbane Magistrates Court tomorrow.  

·  A 38-year-old man from Ipswich has been charged with trafficking in a dangerous drug, possession of 
a dangerous drug and possession of tainted property. He is expected to appear in the Ipswich 
Magistrates Court tomorrow. 

·  A 44-year-old man from Kangaroo Point has been issued with a Notice to Appear in relation to 
possession of a dangerous drug. He will appear in the Brisbane Magistrates Court at a later date.  

·  A 38-year-old man from Greenfield Park will be extradited to Brisbane on 8 November to face the 
charge of trafficking in a dangerous drug.  

·  A 31-year-old man from Villawood will be extradited in to Brisbane on 8 November to face the charge 
of trafficking in a dangerous drug.  

·  A 40-year-old man from Liverpool will be extradited in to Brisbane on 8 November to face the charge 
of trafficking in a dangerous drug.  

·  A 44-year-old man from Liverpool has been charged with possession of a firearm. He will appear in a 
Sydney court to face this charge.  

 
ACC Chief Executive Officer Alastair Milroy said Operation Bryher is part of a nationally coordinated attack 
on the criminal activities of outlaw motorcycle gangs.  
 
“Operation Bryher is part of wider collaborative effort by federal and state agencies to target and prosecute 
members of outlaw motorcycle gangs allegedly involved in illegal activity, particularly the trafficking of drugs 
and firearms. 
 
“By combining our resources, intelligence and investigative strategies Australia’s law enforcement agencies 
are tightening their grip on those organised criminal groups who engage in this type of criminal activity,” Mr 
Milroy said.    

 



“The results from today’s operation showcases how agencies like the ACC, QPS, CMC and New South 
Wales Police can effectively work together to disrupt the supply and flow of illicit drugs and weapons onto the 
streets of Australia, “ Mr Milroy said.  

 
CMC Director of Intelligence, Chris Keen, said the cooperation between the agencies has been beneficial to 
the success of the operation. 
 
"We've been pleased to work with the ACC and QPS by offering intelligence and financial investigation 
expertise in this matter." 
 
"The arrest of these individuals has highlighted the involvement of outlaw motorcycle gangs in drug 
trafficking, and we're pleased that this joint operation will disrupt the flow of cocaine into Queensland." 
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
